Background: The Vietnamese Student Association is a student oriented organization that
focuses on broadening the understanding and appreciation of the Vietnamese culture,
language and history. In order to bring the cultural awareness to campus, VSA hosts
various club-sponsored activities including, but not limited to, social events, guest
speakers and festivals that showcase the Vietnamese tradition. VSA also works to
encourage its members to take on leadership roles and give back to the Vietnamese
community. This year, the organization is participating in the 10th Annual UVSA
Leadership Conference.

The Unified Vietnamese Student Association (UVSA) Leadership Summit is an annual
leadership conference held by UVSA of Northern California. This year will be UVSA's
10th Annual Summit. It will take place at the University of the Pacific. The conference
itself lasts for 3 days and 2 nights, November 18" to 20™. At Summit, there will be
various leadership workshops, as well as team building activities to develop a stronger
character.
